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APOYO A ESTADOS MIEMBROS EN DESARROLLO Y 
A ESTADOS MIEMBROS CON ECONOMÍAS EN TRANSICIÓN 

(Informe sobre la marcha del 1º de enero al 30 de septiembre de 2011) 
 
 
Antecedentes 
 
1. Desde que se estableciera el Fondo 1035 en virtud de la Resolución del Consejo 
N° 1035, adoptada el 29 de noviembre de 2000, los antecedentes y directrices para la gestión 
de la asignación presupuestaria al Fondo 1035 (Apoyo a Estados Miembros en desarrollo y a 
Estados Miembros con economías en transición) se han presentado en distintas reuniones del 
Subcomité de Presupuesto y Finanzas y del Comité Permanente de Programas y Finanzas, así 
como en las consultas informales. Hasta la fecha se han llevado a cabo tres evaluaciones del 
Fondo 1035, habiéndose completado la tercera durante el primer trimestre de 2011.  
 
2. En respuesta a una solicitud de los Estados Miembros a fin de que se obtuviera 
financiamiento adicional para el Fondo 1035, se procedió a ampliar este Fondo en virtud de la 
Resolución N° 1150, del 7 de junio de 2007, aprobada en la Nonagésima tercera Reunión 
(Extraordinaria) del Consejo1. El Fondo 1035 ampliado entró en vigor el 1° de enero de 2008 y 
comprende dos líneas presupuestarias. 
 
3. En 2011, el Fondo 1035 dispuso de un total de 6.556.366 dólares EE.UU.2. 
Los Ingresos discrecionales por la suma de 1.400.000 dólares EE.UU. (documento MC/2297) 
y 31.489 dólares EE.UU. de fondos recobrados tras el cierre de proyectos ejecutados en el 
marco de la Línea presupuestaria 1 fueron asignados a la misma, con lo cual el total de 
financiamiento al principio del ejercicio financiero para la Línea presupuestaria 1 ascendió a 
1.431.489 dólares EE.UU. Al cierre de cuentas del ejercicio de 2010, se asignaron 5.089.949 
dólares EE.UU. de Ingresos discrecionales, 50.545 dólares EE.UU. de fondos recobrados tras 
el cierre de proyectos ejecutados en el marco de la Línea presupuestaria 2 y 25.000 euros3 
transferidos de 2010 (conforme a lo señalado en el documento SCPF/57, Informe final del 
1° de enero al 31 de diciembre de 2010), se asignaron a la Línea presupuestaria 2, con lo cual 
el financiamiento total disponible al principio del ejercicio para la Línea presupuestaria 2 
ascendió a 5.175.216 dólares EE.UU. 
 
4. Las asignaciones financieras reales con relación al financiamiento disponible se han 
efectuado conforme a lo previsto, habiéndose asignado el 81% del financiamiento global hasta 
finales del tercer trimestre de 2011. 

                                                           
1 Además de la asignación presupuestaria anual de 1.400.000 dólares EE.UU., la Resolución del Consejo N° 1150 del 7 de 

junio de 2007, en virtud de la cual se aprobó la Estrategia de la OIM, establece lo siguiente: “asignar al Fondo 1035 
ampliado, a partir de 2008, el 25% de los Ingresos discrecionales (excluyendo la seguridad) adicionales a los Ingresos 
discrecionales previstos en el Programa y Presupuesto para 2007, que ascendían a 20,5 millones de dólares EE.UU.” y 
que “el importe total disponible para el Fondo 1035 ampliado (excluyendo las contribuciones voluntarias directas) no 
supere el total de Ingresos varios (contribuciones sin destino fijo e intereses devengados)”. 

2 Los Gobiernos de Austria, Bélgica, Estados Unidos de América y Hungría aportaron contribuciones sin destino fijo que 
forman parte de Ingresos discrecionales y sirven para financiar el Fondo 1035. 

3 La contribución de 25.000 euros efectuada por el Gobierno de Italia en 2010 llegó al final del ejercicio y tuvo que ser 
transferida al ejercicio de 2011.
