According to the Border Monitoring Team of the Directorate of Refugees and Repatriation (DoRR), a total of 35 undocu-
mented Afghans spontaneously returned or were deported from Pakistan through the Turkham (Nangarhar) and Spin
Boldak (Kandahar) border crossings from 11-17 August 2019. The low number is the result of Eid religious holidays and re-
lated border closures. This number marks a 82% decrease compared to the previous week (192). The total number of un-
documented Afghan returnees from Pakistan since 01 January 2019 is now 13,849. IOM provided post-arrival assistance to
100% of undocumented returnees from Pakistan (35 individuals).
