
RETURN OF UNDOCUMENTED AFGHANS 

WEEKLY SITUATION REPORT 
24—30 JUNE 2018 

Situation Overview 

IOM is responding to a substantial increase in the return of undocumented Afghans from Pakistan and Iran. Since 01 
January 2018, over 364,000 undocumented Afghans have returned due to diverse push factors. Most of those returning 
have lived outside of Afghanistan for decades, and need support both on arrival and as they seek to reintegrate. As the rate 
of return is influenced by a number of political, security and other related factors both in Afghanistan and neighboring 
countries, another surge in returns could occur at any time. As of the week of 30 June, the Government of Pakistan has 
extended Proof of Registration cards and Afghan Citizenship Cards by 3 months until 30 September 2018 until the results of 
federal elections to be held on 25 July are clear and a new government assumes power. As of 30 June, only  327,000 Afghan 
Citizenship Cards have been issued from a total of 879,000 applications due to a lack of funding for distribution in Pakistan.

Highlights 

Return from Iran  

A total of 13,993 undocumented Afghans spontaneously returned or 
were deported from Iran through the Milak (Nimroz) and Herat (Islam 
Qala) border crossings between 24—30 June 2018, 24% more than in 
the previous week. Of the total deported undocumented Afghans, 
2,515 individuals were deported through Islam Qala (Herat) and 4,244 
were deported through Milak (Nimroz). Of those who spontaneously 
returned, 5,846 returned through Islam Qala (Herat) and 1,388 
through Milak (Nimroz). Out of  the total deportees, 622 individuals 
(10%) were deported with family members whereas 6,137 (90%) were 
deported as individuals. This brings the total number of undocument-
ed returnees from Iran since 01 January 2018 to 362,499. IOM provid-
ed post-arrival humanitarian assistance to 742 (5%) undocumented 
Afghans deported from Iran at its Transit Centers in Nimroz and Herat, 
including 350 individuals in deported families, 97 unaccompanied mi-
grant children, 86 special cases and 68 medical cases.

IOM Afghanistan Funding Gap 

Due to funding constraints, IOM‘s provision of 

humanitarian assistance at the border crossing 

points in Nimroz, Nangarhar and Kandahar 

provinces to returning undocumented Afghans is 

suspended as of 01 July 2018, until additional 

funding becomes available. IOM operations will 

continue to a limited extend in Herat in addition 

to cash provision at the community level in Kabul 

and Jalalabad. A donor roundtable will be held in 

Kabul on July 09 to highlight the needs of 

returning Afghans. IOM hopes to resume 

operations under new funding in August 2018 

until which time IOM is seeking to refer 

returnees to partners for assistance.  
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Return from Pakistan 

A total of 1,235 undocumented Afghans spontaneously returned or were deported from Pakistan through the Turkham 
(Nangarhar) and Spin Boldak (Kandahar) border crossings from 24 —30 June 2018, according to the Border Monitoring 
Team of the Directorate of Refugees and Repatriation (DoRR). Of the total returnees, 1,148 were spontaneous returnees 
and 87 were deported. This number marks a 68% increase compared to the previous week (393). The total number of un-
documented Afghan returnees from Pakistan since 01 January 2018 is now 17,007. IOM provided post-arrival assistance to 
90% of undocumented Afghan returnees from Pakistan (1,109 individuals). In Nangarhar, Kandahar and Nimroz, IOM began 
to replace Nonfood Items (blanket and family modules) with direct cash assistance of USD 100 per family to give undocu-
mented Afghan returnees more agency upon return. This is in addition to cash for transportation.  The other components 
of IOM’s current assistance package- hot meals, overnight accommodation, basic medical screening and referral services - 
continues without change.
